RightMarch Joins With Other Conservatives Against Amnesty

Grassroots Group Signs Declaration Opposing “Guest Worker” Proposals

WASHINGTON, DC – William Greene, President of the conservative online activist organization RightMarch.com, has announced that his grassroots group has signed on to the conservative leadership declaration opposing any amnesty or guest worker plans such as the Senate bill (S. 2611), the Pence bill, or any other such proposals. RightMarch is taking part in a major press conference today on this issue, in the Morrow Room of the National Press Club in D.C. at 10:00 a.m.

“A ‘guest’ is someone I’ve invited into my home,” said William Greene, President of RightMarch.com. “Legislators such as Kennedy, McCain and others are proposing to change the definition of ‘guest’ to ‘anyone who enters illegally.’ Well, the American people aren’t that stupid.”

The Heritage Foundation estimates the Senate bill will bring in at least 60 million foreigners during the next 20 years. Any amnesty would move America toward a future like France, which is staggering under the burden of “guest” workers who never went home. Even the so-called compromise proposed by Rep. Mike Pence would place no limit whatsoever on the numbers of foreign workers who could be imported by U.S. employers from any country anywhere in the world. “What we need to do is secure the border first,” said Greene. “Enforce the laws that are already on the books, and stop even talking about these ridiculous amnesty and ‘guest worker’ proposals. It would be better to pass no bill at all, than a bad bill that would be harmful to America.”
